Energy control program CFR 1910.147

Nanogate Jay Systems LLC., has instituted a zero energy work program. This requires the isolation of all energy to the equipment to be serviced or repaired.
There are two types of employees involved:

Authorized Employees are trained in energy isolation procedures.  They are approved by the Maintenance Manager and trained and certified to OSHA standards.

Affected Employees are trained on machine operations but are not involved in energy isolation. 

The types of energy to be isolated and dissipated are:
	Electricity
	Hydraulics

	Pneumatics
	Water

	Gas
	Steam

	Thermal
	Mechanical

	Gravity
	Chemical


All of these types of energy must be isolated and released to achieve a zero energy safe state. Any equipment in a zero energy safe state will be tested to verify its zero energy status. 
Locks will be applied and a central lock out box will be used so the affected employees will be able to place their lock. The control of the lock on the lock box will be with the authorized employee.

The reenergizing of the machine will be done by the authorized employees, then the machine will be turned over for operation. 
The procedures are posted on each machine and copies are kept with the Maintenance Manager, OSHA certified safety trainer and EHS manager.  The Lock Out program will be evaluated annually and when there are any changes to equipment.   The program is based on 29 CFR 1910.147, NFPA 70E, NEC code.
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
